Friday 9 April .. Western Southland Field Day  

Go west, to look at silver beech management and 

milling.  The Tuatapere firm of Lindsay & Dixon has 

a milling concession from the Waitutu Incorporation 

to sustainably harvest silver beech from Incorporation 

lands east and west of the Waiau River.  We will look 

at the harvest operation and the sawmill, where silver 

beech comes into its own as one of New Zealand’s 

best timbers.   

Where possible bring your own high-vis. jacket. 

 

By the time we head home you will have seen a 

unique forest management system in operation.   You 

may also have seen whales and the Fiordland 

mountains! 

 

A free evening. 

 

Saturday 10 April    Eastern Southland Field Day 

This morning, we head east for Alistair and Kate 

MacKintosh’s farm forestry model sheep and beef 

farm, winner of the 2001 South Island Husqvarna 

Award.    We were going to come here in 1998 but it 

was considered too steep, so get your walking shoes  

on.   For those who might find it so, there will be 

transport.  Shelter in many forms suited to the south 

coast. 

 

After lunch at the Waimahaka Hall we head north up 

the Mataura River valley, past the old battle site at 

Tuturau and on to John Purey-Cust’s plantings near 

Gore, winner of the 2009 South Island Husqvarna 

Award.  Various plantings of Nothofagus, shrubs and 

the odd podocarp, eucalypts, poplars, cypresses and a 

mystery oak.   If returning through Edendale you will 

notice cypresses of unusual form. 

 

At dinner back in Invercargill we hand over the baton 

to next year’s conference holder. 

 

Sunday 11 April   Northern Southland Field Day 

We head off up SH6 to Dipton to check out Graham 

and Heather Milligan’s place.  Graham and Heather 

specialise in eucalypt seed sales worldwide and have 

plantings which are a constant surprise for what you 

will find!  Graham’s father Dave was the Husqvarna 

Award winner in 1986 and Graham and Heather 

followed up with the Trustpower (now Landcare) 

Award in 1998. 

 

After lunch we move (via the SouthWood Export 

eucalypt harvesting operation) to Meridian’s White 

Hill wind farm near Mossburn to tilt at windmills, 

take in a 360 degree view of Southland, and talk to 

Ernslaw One (on whose land the farm stands) about 

Douglas-fir, pellet fuels and perhaps even biofuels 

and edible fungi. 

 

A casual meal will be available at the hotel.
